(1) We seek a professor who has made outstanding achievements in immunology or related
medical fields. A candidate shall aim to make discoveries that would contribute to
understanding the complexity of the immune system and shall have the ability and strong will
to develop new treatment strategies for intractable diseases. Specifically, a candidate who can
create a new research area that integrates immunology with other fields is desirable.

(2) A candidate shall contribute to promoting the Innovative Medicine CHIBA Doctoral WISE
Program (iMeC-WISE), a government-funded program, and is also expected to obtain
sufficient research funds to further develop immunological research.

(3) A candidate shall have excellent ability in research at the Graduate School of Medicine, as well
as education of medical students and education and research instruction for graduate students
as a concurrent professor of the School of Medicine and the Graduate School of Medicine and
Pharmaceutical Sciences.

(4) A candidate shall have traits and qualities for a professor of the Graduate School of Medicine.
