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Evacuation guidance for students with disabilities in the event of a disaster

In order for both students with disabilities and evacuation guides to evacuate safely in the
event of a large-scale disaster, it is important to clarify their roles and procedures on a daily
basis.

If there are students with disabilities who are unable to evacuate by themselves during
class, on campus, or during a disaster, please help us so that we can safely move to the

primary evacuation site.

(1) What makes it difficult for students with disabilities
(Information acquisition]
Visual impairment students - - - - Difficult to determine surrounding movements and

dangerous places

Hearing impairment students - - - - Difficult to hear verbal instructions and voice
announcements
(Move]
Visual impairment students - - - - Need guide help when evacuating
Movement disorder student - - - - Need a supporter if the walking function is
impaired

(2) Required actions common to each failure
(When it occurs]
Stay away from dangerous materials / Don't jump out suddenly / Protect your head.
[In case of an earthquake, if the shaking stops]
Guidance to designated evacuation area / Confirmation of persons (injured, etc.)
remaining on the spot.
% In addition to the above
1. Check if there is a person who needs assistance such as information support and
guidance when evacuation outdoors.
2. Need support for evacuation, but if there is no supporter nearby, place it on the
spot.
(3) Response by type of failure
OVisual impairment
- Supporters will appropriately provide oral information to students with disabilities

regarding evacuation procedures, evacuation routes, and surrounding conditions.



- When evacuating, guide while paying attention to steps, cracks, obstacles (foot,
overhead, overhang, etc.).
- When guiding a visually impaired student, walk with the visually impaired student

grabbing just above the supporter's elbow or in front of the visually impaired student.

OHearing impairment
- Supporters will accurately communicate the explanations from evacuation guides
(teachers in charge of classes, etc.) and audio information such as school broadcasts to
visually impaired students by combining the following methods. (Voice, writing, text
input on mobile phones and smartphones, blackboard writing, empty writing, writing
on the palm, gesturing, etc.)
- Place a writing board etc. at the gathering point such as the evacuation headquarters
to accurately communicate information to students with hearing impairment even after

evacuation.

OMovement disorder
- For students with mobility disabilities who use wheelchairs, two supporters should be
held in front of and behind the person to evacuate.
- Basically, two or more supporters move.
- The wheelchair is folded and carried by another supporter. If it is not possible, do not
carry it, and give priority to the movement of the disabled student.
- It is not recommended for inexperienced people to carry students with disabilities in a

wheelchair because it is dangerous.

ODevelopmental disorders
- When giving an evacuation order to the whole, clearly and concisely convey the
evacuation route and evacuation site with concrete visual information and verbal
instructions.
- If there are students who have not been given the overall instructions, give them
individually.
- If it is difficult to evacuate by yourself, instruct them to evacuate with staff and

students.
